Choose Loose: Ditch pre-bagged fruit and veg and opt for loose options wherever possible.
Refillable bottles: Instead of buying water and other plastic-packaged drinks, carry arefillable

bottle with you when you’re out on the go.

Reusable bags. Keep a stash of reusable fabric bags in your car or by your front door to avoid

needing plastic bags when you shop.

Bring your own container: When ordering a takeaway or buying from a deli or your local
butcher and fishmonger, bring your own container to reduce single-use plastic packaging.
Switch to Soap Bars: Use soap bars instead of liquid soap in plastic bottles for washing your
hands and in the shower.
